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FOURTH SUPPLEMENT TO THE BASE PROSPECTUS IN RESPECT OF THE
EUR 5,000,000,000 DEBT ISSUANCE PROGRAMME

(incorporated in the Netherlands with its statutory seat in 's-Hertogenbosch)

EUR 5,000,000,000 Debt Issuance Programme

Van Lanschot Kempen Wealth Management N.V. (the ‘Issuer’) may from time to time issue notes denominated in
any currency agreed between the Issuer and the relevant Dealer (the ‘Notes’, which expression shall include Senior
Preferred Notes, Senior Non-Preferred Notes and Subordinated Notes) (each as defined in the section “Terms and
Conditions ” of the Base Prospectus (as defined below)), pursuant to a programme of issuance (as amended) (the
‘Programme’). Certain Notes issued under the Programme will have a minimum denomination of at least EUR
100,000 (or its equivalent in any other currency). The maximum aggregate nominal amount of all Notes from time
to time outstanding will not exceed EUR 5,000,000,000 (or its equivalent in any other currency calculated as
described herein), subject to increase as described in the Base Prospectus.

This supplemental prospectus (the ‘Supplemental Prospectus’) is based on article 23 of Regulation (EU)
2017/1129 (the ‘Prospectus Regulation’) and is supplemental to, forms part of and should be read in conjunction
with, the base prospectus in relation to the Programme dated 7 April 2020, as supplemented by supplemental
prospectuses dated 18 May 2020, 3 September 2020 and 6 November 2020 respectively (together the ‘Base
Prospectus’). This Supplemental Prospectus is prepared in connection with the publication of a press release
entitled “Karl Guha announces he will step down from Van Lanschot Kempen by the end of 2021” by Van
Lanschot Kempen N.V., the holding company of the Issuer, on 11 January 2021.

Terms defined in the Base Prospectus shall have the same meaning in this Supplemental Prospectus, unless
specified otherwise.

This Supplemental Prospecuts has been approved by the Netherlands Authority for the Financial Markets
(Stichting Autoriteit Financiéle Markten) (the ‘AFM”), as competent authority under the Prospectus Regulation.
The AFM only approves this Supplemental Prospectus as meeting the standards of completeness,
comprehensibility and consistency imposed by the Prospectus Regulation. Such approval should not be considered
as an endorsement of the issuer that is the subject of this Supplemental Prospectus or of the quality of the securities
that are the subject of this Supplemental Prospectus. Investors should make their own assessment as to the
suitability of investing in the Notes.



The AFM has been requested by the Issuer to provide the Belgium Financial Services and Markets Authority (the
‘FSMA’) in Belgium and the Luxembourg Commission de Surveillance du Secteur Financier (the ‘CSSF’) in
Luxembourg with a certificate of approval (‘Notification’) attesting that this Supplemental Prospectus has been
drawn up in accordance with the Prospectus Regulation. The AFM shall notify the European Securities and
Markets Authority (‘ESMA”) of the approval of this Supplemental Prospectus at the same time as such approval is
notified to the Issuer. In addition, the AFM shall provide ESMA with a copy of this Supplemental Prospectus.

To the extent that there is any inconsistency between (a) any statement in this Supplemental Prospectus or any
statement incorporated by reference into the Base Prospectus by this Supplemental Prospectus and (b) any other
statement in or incorporated by reference in the Base Prospectus, the statements in (a) above will prevail.
